The purpose of this course is to further develop students’ Foreign Language C (Russian) 
communicative competences, as well as introduce them to translating simple non-specialised texts in 
Standard Russian. 6 course credits are for language skills and 3 credits for translation exercises.

narrative and descriptive texts.
